Public Hearing Notice

The Selectmen will hold a Public Hearing on Monday, June 13, 2011, at 5:30 p.m., in the Selectmen’s Office, to consider adopting an Ordinance establishing that no person shall be permitted to operate or allow to be operated, an internal combustion engine powered vehicle, on any posted public ways, including, but not limited to, streets, alleys, easements, or right-of-ways established for vehicle operation within the Town of Troy while said vehicle or operator is utilizing an engine brake or Jake brake without an exhaust muffler sufficient to prevent the creation of excessively loud noises by said vehicle, except when the use of such engine or Jake brake is necessary for the safe operation of the vehicle.  This Ordinance is not intended to prohibit the passage of vehicles equipped with engine or Jake brakes in posted areas, but rather limit the use of such equipment in posted areas under the aforesaid circumstances.  

Chairman Cummings opened the Public Hearing at 5:30 p.m., introduced the Selectmen, and asked for any comments from the public.  
Mr. Raymond provided written comments for the proposed ordinance, copy attached.  He said he has fifteen years driving tractor trailer experience.  He said most systems have a switch, which the truckers leave on so that when you let up on the accelerator, the engine brakes come on.  Posting signs at the north and south ends of the Historic District of the Town Common will be a deterrent, especially noting on the signs that violators will be subject to a fine.

The Selectmen will submit Mr. Raymond’s suggestions to the prosecutor and reconvene the Public Hearing in two weeks, Monday, June 27, 2011 at 5:30 p.m.
Hearing no further questions or comments, Selectman Cummings closed the Public Hearing at 5:50 p.m.
